Sue has contributed many of her talents for the benefit of the Salinan Tribe.

More of her art work can be found on the public walkway along the Salinas River off Niblick Road in

Paso Robles. That same art work was placed along Atascadero Creek walkway to the right off
Morro Road just before the turn off to the Zoo and Lake.
